“HIPAA” Clause for inclusion in an advance directive for health care:
My Health Care Agent is a “personal representative” for purposes of the federal Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA).  Accordingly, my agent has authority to receive individually identifiable health information and medical records from any medical or psychiatric health care provider or health care facility regarding any and all medical and psychiatric conditions from which I may suffer at any time, or after my death, including all information relating to the diagnosis and treatment of HIV/AIDS, sexually transmitted diseases, and drug or alcohol abuse.

Notwithstanding any provision of this Health Care Directive to the contrary, and whether or not I have or retain capacity for any other purpose, I hereby grant to my Health Care Agent the authority to:
1) Receive, review, obtain copies of, and otherwise have access to and obtain disclosure of my health care records and any protected health information held in any form, written or oral, regarding any past, present, or future medical or mental health condition, without limitation, by any of my health care providers as if my Health Care Agent were me; 
2)  Be recognized as my personal representative under the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA), 42 U.S.C. 1320d and 45 C.F.R. 160-164, by any health care providers, any insurance company, and any health care clearinghouse that has provided treatment or services or that has paid for or is seeking payment from me for such services; and
3) Execute and otherwise provide specific authorizations or consents for the use and disclosure of my health records and my protected health information by my health care providers and to third parties for any purpose my Health Care Agent deems advisable.
